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E. Everence is accepting applications for 
scholarships  for 2012- 2013 between January 1 
and February 28.  Eligible students can receive a 
$500 college scholarship award from our local 
Everence office. Winners from each region will 
then be nominated for our national competition, 
making students eligible for one of four national 
scholarships: a $2,500 scholarship or one of three 
$1,500 awards. These national scholarship awards 
are in addition to the $500 regional awards. 
Previous scholarship recipients may reapply each 
year.   Applicants must meet all of the following 
requirements:   

 

The student, or the student’s parent or legal

F. News from Chile:  Our home country, Chile, 
continues to suffer the educational struggle. Maybe 
you have heard us say that our country has one of 
the most expensive educational systems in the 
world, and at the same time its people are 
tremendously poor. If a person wishes to obtain a 
university degree then this person must get a bank 
loan with interests comparable to loan for a house. 
In average people pay these loans for 15 to 20 
years. Education in Chile has long established and 
perpetuated this unequal system, and we are all 
very tired of this. We ask you to keep Chile, and 
the students who are standing up for their rights 
and for a more just society, in your prayers. If you 
would like to learn more about the Chilean 
students’ struggle for justice we recommend you 
watch the following video.
